Tonight’s Match
The Cedarville University women!s volleyball team hosts the

Tiffin University Dragons in a non-conference “Knight Night”
match tonight in the Callan Athletic Center. Cedarville, under
the direction of ninth-year Head Coach Doug Walters (191-127),
brings a 15-6 overall record into the match. The squad posted a
1-2 mark this past weekend at the Mizuno Midwest Region
Crossover in Aurora, Illinois. CU defeated Michigan Tech on
Friday before dropping contests to Saginaw Valley State and
Wayne State.

Tiffin, NCAA"II"members of the Great Lakes Intercollegiate
Athletic Conference (GLIAC) is 12-9 on the year. The Dragons
also participated on the Midwest Crossover and recorded wins
over Saint Joseph!s and Southern Indiana while suffering a five-
set loss to Missouri S&T. 

Continuing to lead  the 2016 Lady Jacket offensive attack is
Gabby Olson. The 6-4 junior middle hitter and transfer from
Clarion paces the squad with 223 kills and 81 blocks.

Outside hitter Abby Shelton is second on the team with 198 kills
and second in digs with 190.

Senior libero Angela Becker leads the back row
with 328 digs (4.5/set) and on Saturday became the
sixth Lady Jacket to reach 2,000 career digs.

Junior setter Kristin Cardwell has recorded 705
assists (9.7/set) while junior Krissy Pratt tops the
team with 33 service aces. 

Tiffin is led by Head Coach Dana Cordova who is
in her 7th year at the helm of the program (80-111).
