However, with goals by
Jacoby Ziegler and Grace Miorelli, the CUWS team marched into the
second round.

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The Cedarville University women!s soccer team hosts the Malone
University Pioneers in a Great Midwest Athletic Conference (G-
MAC) game tonight at Yellow Jacket Field. The game is a
fundraiser for “Lace Up for Pediatric Cancer”.

Cedarville, picked to repeat as G-MAC Champions, are 1-4 (1-
2 G-MAC) on the year after dropping a pair of league road games
last week at Alderson Broaddus and Davis & Elkins.

The Pioneers, picked to finish sixth in their first season of G-
MAC action, are 2-3 (1-2 G-MAC) including a pair of league set-
backs at Trevecca and Kentucky Wesleyan last week.

CU Head Coach Jonathan Meade, a 16-year veteran of coach-
ing women!s collegiate soccer, is in his first year leading the pro-
gram.

Freshman forward Hannah Atkinson leads
the CU scoring stats with a pair of goals in the
early part of the 2016 season.

Sophomore forward Alyssa Maillefer is the
only other Lady Jacket to find the back of the
net. Maillefer is one of three players to register
an assist.

Sophomore Creslyn Van Dyck and rookie
Bex Velloney are the others to record an assist
this season.

Senior goalkeeper Hanna Harris played over 1,800 minutes
and was credited with all 11 wins along with a stingy 0.60 goals
against average including eight shutouts last season. Harris has
a 1.15 goals against average to go with 8 saves this fall.

The Pioneers are under the leadership of Head Coach Josh

Malone leads the all-time series between the schools by a 10-
5-2 margin with a 33-20 edge in goals scored. The teams last met
on October 18, 2011 in Canton, Ohio - a 2-1 double-overtime
Cedarville win.
