Tonight’s Game
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The Cedarville University women!s soccer team hosts the
Kentucky Wesleyan College Panthers in a Great Midwest Athletic
Conference (G-MAC) game tonight at Yellow Jacket Field. The
game is a fundraiser for “Lace Up for Pediatric Cancer”.

Cedarville, picked to repeat as G-MAC Champions, are 1-2 (1-
0 G-MAC) on the year after posting a 1-0 double-overtime verdict
over visiting Trevecca on Thursday night. Freshman forward
Hannah Atkinson tallied the game-winner in the 103rd minute.

The Panthers, picked to finish fifth in the G-MAC, are 1-2 (1-0
G-MAC) after defeating Ohio Valley 1-0 on Thursday evening in
Vienna, West Virginia.

CU Head Coach Jonathan Meade, a 16-year
veteran of coaching women!s collegiate soccer,
is in his first year leading the program. Meade
will need to find a way to fill the gaps left by 11
graduating seniors from the 2015 squad that
finished 13-5-4, won the G-MAC title, and
advanced to the NCAA Division II Tournament
for the first time ever.

Even though the cupboard is far from bare of
talent, a large of percentage of the Jacket offen-
sive production will need to be replaced. Cedarville will play this
season without five all-conference performers, including Grace
Miorelli, who suffered a torn labrum in the offseason.

Sophomore forward Alyssa Maillefer will make a big leap in
year two. Senior goalkeeper Hanna Harris played over 1,800 min-
utes and was credited with all 11 wins along with a stingy 0.60
goals against average including eight shutouts.

CU leads the all-time series between the schools 4-3 with a 15-
9 edge in goals scored. The squads split a pair of shutouts last
fall - Cedarville posting a 7-0 win on September 26 at Yellow
Jacket Field and Kentucky Wesleyan recording a 2-0 victory on
October 15 in Owensboro.
