The Cedarville University women’s volleyball team hosts the
Kentucky Wesleyan College Panthers in Great Midwest Athletic
Conference (G-MAC) action today in the Callan Athletic Center.

Cedarville, under the direction of ninth-year Head Coach Doug
Walters (193-128), has a 17-7 (4-1) overall record before last
night's G-MAC match with visiting Trevecca.

Kentucky Wesleyan was 9-12 (3-4 G-MAC) before last
evening’s league match at Ohio Valley in Vienna, West Virginia.

The Lady Jacket offensive attack is paced Gabby Olson and
Abby Shelton. Olson, a 6-4 junior middle hitter leads with 267 kills
and 91 blocks.

Shelton is second on the team with 252 kills and second in digs
(233) and service aces (29).

Senior libero Angela Becker leads the back row with 381 digs
(4.4/set) and is one of just six Lady Jackets to have over 2,000
career digs (2,070).

Senior setter Kristin Cardwell has recorded 844
assists (9.8/set) and was just 18 assists from reach-
ing 3,000 for her career going into last night’s match.

Junior outside hitter Krissy Pratt leads CU with 37
service aces while ranking third with 224 digs.

Senior middle hitter has recorded 179 kills and a
second-best 81 blocks to go with 16 service aces.

Kentucky Wesleyan is led by Head Coach Eric Hagan who is in
her third year at the helm of the program (34-44)*. Hagan previ-
ously served for four years as an assistant at KWC.

Audrey Baysinger, a 5-10 junior outside hitter, leads the

Freshman setter Kylie Foster directs the |
Kentucky Wesleyan offense and has handed out
467 assists with a third-best 124 digs.

Nicole Venema tops the back row with 335 digs.

Cedarville leads the all-time series with KWC by
an 8-2 margin. The Lady Jackets swept the Panthers last fall - 3-
0 in Cedarville (Oct. 2) and 3-2 in Owensboro (10/31).
