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Tonight's Game Preview

T he Cedarville University Yellow Jackets host the Mount 
Vernon Nazarene University Cougars in an important 
American Mideast Conference battle tonight in the Callan 

Athletic Center.
Cedarville enters the contest with a record of 8-8 and 3-2 in the 

AMC. The Yellow Jackets dropped a 77-73 decision at NCAA II 
Lake Superior State last Thursday afternoon. Mount Vernon is 8­
6 including a 2-1 league record. The Cougars most recent action 
was two contests played in California last Tuesday and Thursday 
- losses to San Diego Christian and Point Loma Nazarene.

The Yellow Jackets lineup features three players 
scoring in double figures. Leading the offensive 
attack is senior guard Matt Harner - averaging 17.9 
points per game with a team-high 54 three-point 
field goals. Harner also tops the squad in free throw 
shooting with an .771 mark.

Sophomore forward Brian Hecker contributes 
14.2 ppg and is CU’s second-leading rebounder at 
5.9 rpg. He is hitting .515 from the field.

Senior point guard Derrick Hannon is hitting 11.3 
points per contest and leads the Jackets with 82 
assists and 31 steals. He is the Jackets’ fourth-lead­
ing rebounder at 4 per game.

Sophomore guard Austin Foote has returned to 
action after missing five straight games due to a 
shoulder injury and is scoring 9.9 points per game.

Adam Riehle, a 6-3 senior forward, tops the 
Yellow Jacket rebounders at 6.4 per game. He adds 8.7 points 
per contest while pacing the squad with a .622 field goal percent­
age.

Cedarville is shooting .462 from the field including 137-of-405 
attempts from the three-point line for a .338 mark. The team con­
tinues to struggle at the charity stripe with a 146-of-251 effort 
(.582).

Cedarville is outscoring opponents by a narrow +1.1 points per 
game (77.8 to 76.7). The Yellow Jackets are winning the rebound­
ing battle by a slim margin of +1.3.

The Cougar offense will be led by a pair of talent­
ed guards in Brandon Short and Robbie Taylor.

Short leads MVNU with a 14.4 ppg scoring aver­
age along with team-highs of 61 assists and 31 
steals. He is the third-best rebounder at 5.2 rpg.

Taylor, a 5-10 junior and the current AMC Player 
of the Week, tosses in 12.5 points per game and is 
a threat from long-range with 26 baskets behind the 
arc.

Danil Zakhlebnyy, a 6-6 junior, is the third Cougar 
in double-digits with 11.6 points per game. He is 
bringing down 5.4 rebounds per night and can hit 
from outside as well with 21 three-pointers.

Jordan Heatherly is MVNU’s leading rebounder at 
5.6 boards per game.

Mount Vernon is scoring 79.1 points per game and allowing 
77.9 points per contest. The Cougars are hitting .475 from the 
field and .363 from behind the arc with a .698 mark at the charity 
stripe.

CU leads the all-time series with their long-time rival MVNU by 
a 52-23 margin. The Yellow Jackets swept both games last sea­
son from the Cougars - a 75-56 decision on Jan. 19 at Mount 
Vernon and a 92-79 verdict on Feb. 13 at Cedarville.

valiant comeback by the Yellow Jackets for a 77-73 victory in a 
non-conference contest last Thursday in Sault Ste. Marie, MI.

The NCAA Division II Lakers outscored Cedarville 26-10 at the 
charity stripe. They broke a 68-68 deadlock with 2:32 to go on a 
free throw and added two more at the 1:45 mark. The Jackets got 
back within one, but LSSU nailed four more freebies in the final 30 
seconds to ice it.

Cedarville dropped into holes of 11-2 and 22-9 to start the game. 
The Jackets still trailed 38-27 at the intermission and didn’t attempt 
a free throw in the first 20 minutes.

Derrick Hannon’s layup with 3:18 to play provided Cedarville with 
it’s last advantage at 66-65. A pair of free throws by Brian Grant 
produced the game’s game final tie, 68-68, with 2:45 left.

Austin Foote came off the bench to score a game-high 17 points 
for the Yellow Jackets, 8-8 overall. Matt Harner tallied 14 points, 
Hannon netted all 12 of his points in the second half to go along 
with seven assists. Brian Hecker chipped in 12 markers while 
Grant added nine points and a game-high eight rebounds.

Cedarville entered the game shooting just 58 percent from the 
line and converted 10-of-18, all in the second half, for 56 percent.

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Iowa Wesleyan and Huntington are new­
comers to the poll
KANSAS CITY, Mo - For the third straight 
poll, Walsh (Ohio) is ranked No. 1 in the third 
regular-season edition of the 2010-11 NAIA 
Division II Men’s Basketball Coaches’Top 25 
poll. Walsh has owned the No. 1 position in 
six of the last seven polls, dating back to last 
season. With an undefeated record of 7-0, 
the Cavs grabbed 14 of a possible 16 first- 
place votes and 435 total points.

There was minimal change in the top-10, 
with the biggest movement coming from No.
6 Briar Cliff (Iowa) falling two spots. The 
Chargers fell 87-73 to unranked Hastings 
(Neb.) on Dec. 11. There were no new teams introduced in the top- 
10 as six programs held their position.

Walsh has only been tested once this year as they hold a +42 scor­
ing margin, which is ranked No. 1 in the NAIA. On Dec. 4, Walsh 
defeated then-No. 17 Daemen (N.Y.), 66-64.

No. 2 Oklahoma Wesleyan is hot with a 12-0 record on the season. 
The Eagles recorded 422 total points and one first-place vote.

Holding at the No. 3 position is Cornerstone (Mich.) with 408 total 
points. The Golden Eagles earned the remaining first-place vote and 
is 11-1 on the season. Cornerstone has now been ranked in the top- 
five in all four polls this year (including preseason).

Both No. 4 Embry-Riddle (Fla.) and No. 5 Saint Francis (Ind.) move 
up one spot. After a loss to Georgetown (Ky.) on Nov. 19, the Eagles 
have won six in-a-row and have out-scored their opponents by over 
23 points. Saint Francis at #5 is 9-2 on the year.

No. 21 Iowa Wesleyan and No. 24 Huntington (Ind.) are newcom­
ers to the Top 25 this week. They replace No. 23 Ashford (Iowa) and 
No. 25 Bryan (Tenn.). Iowa Wesleyan is ranked for the first time since 
March 4, 2009 (No. 25). Huntington is back in the poll after a one- 
week absence.

Ten conferences are represented this week, led by the four mem­
bers from the Mid-Central College Conference: No. 5 Saint Francis 
(Ind.), No. 12 Indiana Wesleyan, No. 17 Grace (Ind.) and No. 24 
Huntington (Ind.). The Cascade Collegiate Conference, Great Plains 
Athletic Conference, Midlands Collegiate Conference and Wolverine- 
Hoosier Athletic Conference each land a trio of teams.

The poll was voted upon by a panel of head coaches representing 
each of the conferences and independents. The fourth regular-sea­
son Top 25 will be announced on Jan. 10, 2011.
