National Softball 
Coaches’ Top 25 Poll #3

April 5, 2011

Four teams from Southern States 
Athletic Conference in top 10
KANSAS CITY, Mo. -  Three new teams were intro­
duced, while the top-seven squads held their positions 
in the third regular-season edition of the 2011 NAIA 
Softball Coaches’ Top 25 Poll. No. 18 Williams Baptist 
(Ark.), No. 24 Azusa Pacific (Calif.) and No. 25 
Reinhardt (Ga.) enter the poll for the first time during 
the regular-season. Top-ranked California Baptist con­
tinues its dominance with its 19th-straight No. 1 billing.

California Baptist earned 653 total points and was 
the No. 1 unanimous choice this week with 23 first- 
place votes. The Lancers have won 28-straight 
games, including an 8-0 week. They have not lost 
since March 1 falling to then-No. 8 California State- 
San Marcos by a 1-0 score.

California Baptist leads the country in runs scored 
(382), RBIs (360), doubles (98) and E.R.A. (0.600). 
Since California Baptist was ranked No. 1 starting on 
March 24, 2009, it holds an 140-8 (.946) overall 
record.

For the third-consecutive week, William Carey 
(Miss.) continues to sit at No. 2. The Lady Crusaders 
posted 632 total points and are 34-1 on the season. 
Concordia is ranked third with 606 total points. The 
Eagles are followed by No. 4 California State-San 
Marcos and No. 5 Brenau (Ga.).

Fourteen conferences and unaffiliated groupings 
are represented in the poll. The Southern States 
Athletic Conference leads all leagues with five ranked 
teams: William Carey, Brenau, No. 8 Belhaven (Miss.), 
No. 10 Mobile (Ala.) and No. 20 Auburn Montgomery 
(Ala.). The Association of Independent Institutions, 
Golden State Athletic Conference and Sooner Athletic 
Conference each landed a trio of teams in the Top 25.

The poll was voted upon by a panel of head coach­
es representing each of the conference/indepen- 
dent/unaffiliated groupings. The fourth regular season 
Top 25 will be announced on April 12.

The Cedarville University softball team hosts the Ursuline 
College Arrows in an American Mideast Conference doublehead­
er today at Lady Jacket Field.

CU comes into today’s action with a 21-14 overall record (2-2 
AMC) after splitting a non-conference twinbill against visiting 
Taylor on Thursday afternoon. Ursuline is 4-11 on the year with a 
2-4 AMC record. The Arrows split a league doubleheader at Point 
Park on Thursday.

Rookie Kelsey Wilson continues to lead the Lady Jacket hitting 
stats with a .444 batting average. The outfielder also paces the 
squad in base hits (44), runs (33), stolen bases (17), total bases 
(61) and slugging pet. (.616).

CU’s second-best hitter is sophomore lead-off 
batter Kendra Kassonie with a .404 mark. She tops 
the team in base on balls with 17 and is tied with 
Wilson at 44 base hits. Kassonie is 10-of-12 in 
stolen bases.

Classmate Kenleigh Ludlow is hitting .387 on the 
year. The second baseman has 43 base hits includ­
ing a team-leading two triples. Ludlow is second with 
28 runs scored.

Freshman lefty Jenn Spann is 6-3 with a staff-best 2.49 earned 
run average. Sophomore Kayla Thornsberry is 11-4 with a 2.91 
ERA, 10 complete games and 80 K’s in 89 innings of work.

The Lady Jackets lead the AMC in hitting with a .341 mark. 
They have stolen 46 bases in 60 attempts. The pitching staff has 
produced an AMC third-best 3.39 ERA to go with 168 strikeouts 
in 221 innings.

Junior Elizabeth Maher is one of the top players I 
for the Arrows with a team-leading 11 base hits, two I

The workhorse of the Ursuline pitching staff is 
sophomore Ciara Seymour. She is 3-4 on the year I 
with a 6.03 ERA, five complete games and 37 K’s in 
62 2/3 innings in the circle.

Cedarville leads the all-time series with UC by a 3-2 margin. 
The teams split a doubleheader last April 10 in Pepper Pike, OH. 
The Arrows took the opener by a 5-0 tally and the Lady Jackets 
then escaped with a 9-8 victory in the nightcap.
