A time of Q&A with faculty members will conclude the unique event, which hopes to provide opportunities both for 
learning about the Reformation and for fun and fellowship. 
  
"Our hope for the event is that we as a community would be able to commemorate this incredibly important moment in 
our Christian heritage and to cultivate interest in the Reformation among our students, faculty, and staff for the sake of 
teaching us how to contend faithfully and effectively for ‘the Word of God and the testimony of Jesus Christ’ both in our 
present time and in future generations," said Dr. Billy Marsh, assistant professor of theology.
