rlat-soled shoes are regquired for the shot put and discus throw. Flats or 1/&—ingh
spikes or shorter must be used on the pole vault, hiszh jump, long Jjump, and triple
Jump runways, as well as the irack. The runways ané track are reslite, The javelin
will be thrown on the grass.

Starting blocks will te furnished.

Two flights of highs and two flights of lows will be run during the shuttle hurdles.
Low-High-Low-High.

SCCORING: Five places will be scored in all men's events in the following manner:
6-4-3-2-1. Scoring in the women's events will be determined by the number
of teams compeiing. Scoring in the field events will be on the basis of
the sum of three heights or distances. One person or a two-person team
will be allowed to score, but they must beat the sum of a 3-person team to
outscore them.

AWARDS: A T-shirt will bte awarded to any athlete who finishes in first place in any
individual or relay event,

Team trophies will be awarded to the first and second place men's teams
and the first-place women's team,
