CEDARVILLE UNIVERSITY DEFEATS COLLEGE OF THE 
OZARKS 

SIOUX CITY, Iowa- Cedarville University (Ohio) defeated College of the 
Ozarks (Mo.) 78-75, in the first game of the quarterfinals of the 2005 NAIA 
Division II Women's Basketball National Championship held at Tyson 
Events Center/Gateway Arena March 9-15. 

College of the Ozarks jumped out to an early 11-4 lead, and would then build 
that lead to 11 at the 10:40 mark of the first half. Cedarville would then 
work their way back to take a one point lead into the half. The Yellow 
Jackets of Cedarville would then jump to an eight point lead at 15:59 mark of 
the second half, to again see the Bobcats fight back to take a three point lead 
at the 12:19 mark. The game would then see seven lead changes until 
Brittany Smart would make score 13 points in the last seven minutes of the 
game to push Cedarville to the win. 

Cedarville University had two players in double figures, led by sophomore 
forward Brittany Smart who scored a tournament high 33 points, as she went 
(16-for-18) from the free throw line. Emily Delimpo recorded a double­
double as she scored 11 points and pulled down a game high 15 rebound. 
Cedarville is averaging 95 points a game through three games of the 
tournament. 

College of the Ozarks had three players in double figures, led by junior 
center Cara Painter who recorded a double-double as she scored 25 points 
and pulled down ten defensive rebounds. Katie Howard added 22 points as 
she was (10-for-17) from the field and (4-for-7) from the 3-point line. 
Magan Curry contributed 19 points. College of the Ozarks was (12-for-29) 
from the 3-point line. This was the eleventh national tournament appearance 
for the Bobcats, and they finished the season 28-5. 

Cedarville improves to 34-1 on the season with the win and advances to 
Saturday's semifinals round. The Yellow Jackets will face the winner of 
Concordia University (Neb.) and Sterling College (Kan.); game time is set 
for 6:00 p.m. The 32-team, single elimination tournament concludes 
Tuesday, March 15 with the championship game at 6:30 p.m.
