She was an able assistant
to Dr. George Milner, who served
so faithfully our Board of Trus-
tees. To name all of her accom-
plishments for our school would be
impossible.

Many of the student wives in the
early days of our school were the
recipients of her timeless efforts
in collecting food and clothing in
churches and bringing them to
Cedarville for distribution.In
those days, many women in our
churches sent home canned food
to the school and what could notbe
used to serve the students because
of state regulations was given to
the student wives. Mrs. Milner
came to speak words of encourage-
ment to the Student Wives Organi-
zation and in the words of one stu-
dent wife, ‘“She was a main sup-
porter for us and she’ll never know
how much we appreciated her pray-
ers and help.”

The cafeteria silverware project
continues to this day. As Betty
Crocker coupons are collected they
are sent to Mrs. Milner for clip-
ping, counting and redemption. To
date 2,206 pieces of silverware
have been given to the school. Also
two-four piece Silver Coffee Ser-
vices have been purchased in a
similar way. This means she has
clipped and counted 141,534
coupons and at a personal cost of
$318 these have been provided.
Also many Top Value and S & H
Stamp books have been collected
by her and given to the school for
such items as lamps, bookcases,
etc.

All of the Baptist Mid-Missions
missionaries were forced to leave
the Chad as of May 27. Only God
can open again the door to Chad
for Baptist Mid-Missions.

The news that reaches us from
the Chad is not encouraging. Con-
tinued prayer _is needed! Com-
munications with Christians in the
Chad is very limited. An occa-
sional word does come through now
and then. There is much suffering
and great persecution. PRAY that
somehow out of this time of suf-
fering, and even for some-
martyrdom, astronger church than
ever before will emerge.

Thousands of dollars are still
needed to finance the Chad Emer-
gency Fund from which, until re-
cently, relief was given to some
of our national personnel in Chad.

The authori-
ties of Baptist Mid-Missions are
keeping in touch with the situation
as closely as possible day by day.
In the meantime, help is needed to
finance the Chad Emergency Fund.

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CHARISMA—The Popular
Word Of Our Day

The word charisma - much misused in our time - appears 17 times in
the New Testament, 16 times in the Pauline Epistles, and once in | Peter
4:10. Outside of these uses intheNew Testament, it is not commonly used

in the classics, the papyri, or the Septuagint Version.

It is built on the

word charis. “ grace,” and means basically “ a giftof God's grace, a favor

or gift that is free and undeserved,
something given to us unearned by
ourselves.” The word has six uses
in the New Testament, which can
be listed with simple comprehen-
sion and clarity in the following
manner:

1.. .1t is used to designate anatural
gift or endowment from God as
Creator.

Paul says in I Cor. 7:7, that
“everyone has his proper
charisma from God.” Peter ex-
horts us to minister to others ac-
cording as we have, each one of us,
received some charisma from the
Lord (I Pet. 4:10). Every believer
has some natural endowment from
God that is sanctified by the Holy
Spirit for service or ministry of
some kind.

2.. .1t is also used of deliverance
from some great peril or danger-
ous and difficult situation.

This may be illustrated by Paul’'s
statement in 2 Cor. 1:10-11,“ God

. .who delivered us from so great
a death. . .ye also helping to-
gether by prayer for us, that for
the gift (charisma) bestowed upon
us. ..."

3.. .1t is used to describe what
Paul calls “spiritual gift” -
(charisma pneumatikon), in Rom.

1:11.

The Apostle longed to visit Rome

and get to see the members of the
Roman congregation, in order that
through his contact with them, he
might share with them some gift
of grace by which they would be
blessed and helped. Itought always
to be our aim to impart something
spiritual to those with whom we
come in contact. Our motive and
purpose in living should ever be to
give and not to get: to leave some-
thing spiritual, some gift from God,
with those to whom we speak and
in that home where we visit.

4., .1t is used again to set forth
God*s grace and forgiveness for
sinners by which they obtain eter-
nal salvation.

Rom. 5:15 speaks of the “free
gift” (to charisma) that God has
made to abound to many, and this
charisma is said to stand in that
situation (v.16), where condemna-
tion and judgment were warranted
and would have been just. InRom.
6:23, it is stated over against the
fact that the wages of sin is death,
that the charisma of God is eternal
life. Rom. 11:29 attests the bless-
ed truth that when God bestows
His gracious gifts (ta charismata)
in connection with salvation, He
never regrets these gifts,.nor does
He retract the calling by which we
are saved.

5.. ..t is further used to character-
ize those special gifts from God

which enable God’s true people to

serve the church of Christ.

The reception of such gifts as
these is due to the presence and
power of divine grace operating
within believers by the Holy Spirit
with the Word. Rom. 12:6 speaks
of the charismata which are “ ac-
cording to the grace given to us,”
and Paul wrote to the Corinthian
Christians and said, inl Cor. 1:7,
that they were not falling short in
any charismati. Later the Apostle
wrote to them “ There are distri-
butions of charismaton. but the
same Spirit” (I Cor. 12:4). And he
added, inv. 31 - “ But strive zeal-
ously for the greater charis-
mata. . .” The “ greater gifts” are
those gifts that benefit and bless
the whole body of the Churchmore
than other gifts. The Apostle him-
self gives a splendid illustration
of this in chapter 14, where he,
under inspiration, ranks the ability
to serve and edify the Church
through prophecy far above the
ability to speak with tongues. This
Is our cue for understanding what
is meant by the “ greater gifts.”
Speaking in tongues was never one
of these “ greater gifts.”

6....Finally, it is used to denote
the power and grace of God requi-
site for the discharge of duties by
the servant of the Lord.

Paul wrote to Timothy, “ Neglect
not the gift (charismatos) that is
in thee. . . .” A Tim. 4:14). In the
second Epistle to Timothy, Paul
again refers to this gift when he
says, “Wherefore | put thee in
remembrance that thou stir up the
gift (charisma] of God. . .” The
charisma here is not merely a
bundle of natural abilities, but as
the word suggests, is a special
bestowal of the grace of God for
service. It is the endowment of
grace and power from God, through
the Holy Spirit, for the enabling
of the servant of Christ todo those
things necessary in the Cause of
Christ. The propetical indication
of Timothy's call and the layingon
of hands do not convey this
charisma to the Lord’ s servant,
but are complementary confirma-
tions of his commission.

It is power and grace for teaching,
preaching, dealing with people,
meeting the crises, fulfilling the
responsibilities, supervising the
work of the church, attending to
the many obligations and duties,
holding firm against the enemies
of the Gospel, and standing true
to Christ and the Word of God un-
der all pressures and testings.
Uncountable numbers of times this
divine bestowal of power and grace
has carried a pastor through
dreadful experiences which whould
have otherwise overwhelmed him
and sent him down to defeat by
Satan. Brethren - “ meditate upon
these things; give thyself wholly
to them.”

Hi there, “ paleface”! Welcome

to Scioto Hills! Donned with color-
ful Indian headbands and feathers,
personnel of the Cedarville Col-
lege trained counselors and staff
personally greeted almost six hun-
dred campers this past summer.

Our summer camp director, Ken
Nichols, led the many “ braves”
and “ maidens” in eight exciting
weeks of summer fun in the sun.
Even when it rained most of the
second week (which was every day)
things were always kept moving.
Brother Nichols’ professional and
profitable leadership, along with
his keen sense of humor, was ap-
preciated by all. He and his conse-
crated counselors and staff were
the key to our most successful
year.

Another word must be said as to
the activities of our camp counse-
lors and staff. Besides their regu-
lar duties and their own Bible study
and prayer time with Director
Nichols, the Counselor’'s Gospel
Team sang each week during the
chapel hours. On anumber of week-
ends they could be found providing
a ministry of music and the spoken
Word in area Baptist Churches.

As of this writing, figures are
not available to place before you
any spiritual statistics. We are
aware that many new names were
written down in the Lamb’s Book
of Life and that a goodly number of
our young people pledged themsel-
ves to serve their Lord and Saviour
in His whitened harvest fields.

The eight new go-carts were used
daily on the Scioto Hills Raceway.
A counselor’'s grand-prix race was
held every Monday night, as they
raced against time and for points
to be added to their teams’ weekly
score. Thecabin “ go-cartrelays”
were areal success with five mem-
bers of each cabin taking one lap
and then switching drivers in a
designated staging area. The
“grand-prix champion driver”
was determined on Friday after-
noons, as the fastest drivers from
each cabin raced against the stop
watch. Appropriate racing flags
and a flagman’s stand painted like
a checkered flag added to the daily
excitement at the “ Scioto Hills
500" .

Waterfront activities consisted of
the usual swimming periods, plus
camper’'s competition. The new
“water-circle ski” was thoroughly
appreciated by the teen campers.
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Other weekly highlights were the

counselor hunts, paddle boat races,
camper “ all stars” vsthecounse-
lors in softball, moonlight swim-
ming, early morning polar dips,
ice cream socials, watermelon
feasts and many more spontaneous
activities.

Another “ first” this year was the
primitive camp-out. Camperson a
voluntary basis, were taken on an
overnight camp-out where they en-
joyed hiking on the wooded camp
trails. For some this became a
“trial down the trail” when they
encountered a family of friendly
skunks. The open air kids had a
try at cooking their breakfastover
an open fire. Not only do most of
them plan, to return next year but
this year "several campers return-
ed for a second week of “More in
'74” . Plans are already being
made for a more comprehensive
field and nature program in 1975.

Each week an awards banquet was
held where the “camper of the
week” award was presented. Here,
too, they gave appropriate awards
for the winners of the waterfront
competition and trophies to the
grand-prix champions.

Activity and spiritual enlighten-
ment, accompanied by personal joy
prevailed throughout this past
summer at your southern sister
camp.

The camp board joins the summer
camp director and his entire staff
in “ praising the Lord from whom
all blessings flow” !
