~ Tonight’s Game

The Cedarville University women’s basketball team hosts the
Wilberforce University Bulldogs in an American Mideast Conference
South Division contest in the Callan Athletic Center. Cedarville,
ranked #1 in last week’s NAIA Division Il National Poll, enters the
game with a 23-1 record and sits at the top of the AMC South with a
11-0 mark. The Lady Jackets have won ten straight games including
a 96-63 win over visiting Mount Vernon on Saturday. Wilberforce is
10-9 overall and 6-6 in the AMC South. The Bulldogs posted an
impressive 95-75 home win against Walsh University last Saturday.

Sophomore Brittany Smart is leading the Lady Jackets with a 21.5
points per game scoring average. The 5-9 forward also paces the
squad in field goal percentage (.589) and free throw shooting with an
.838 mark (88-105). Kari Flunker is averaging 18.5 points per game
while leading the team in assists (110) and steals (59). The 5-7 senior
guard, CU’s third all-time leading scorer, has hit 59 of 124 (.476) from
behind the arc this season. Emily Delimpo, a 6-0 junior post player
with six double doubles on the year, is grabbing a team-leading 8.5
rebounds per game while contributing 12.3 points per game.
Sophomore point guard Karah Walton is adding 8.5 points per game
and is third on the team with 97 assists. Sophomore forward Kristi
Beougher is chipping in 8 points and 7.3 boards per game. Crystal
Wiley, Tami Gheen, Stacie Travis and Crystal Stuckey have been giv-
ing valuable minutes off the bench in recent games.

Cedarville leads the AMC in scoring offense (86.2), scoring margin
(+21.1), field goal percentage (.506), 3-point field goal percentage
(.387), rebounding margin (+13.1) and assists (19.33/game). The
squad is second in NAIA Il in both scoring and rebound margin.

The Bulldogs feature a roster with three talented scorers hitting in
double figures. Shamarah Thomas, a 5-8 sophomore guard, leads the
way with 14.7 points per game and 34 baskets from behind the arc.
Kanisha Coward, a 5-6 junior, adds 14. 2 points and 6.1 rebounds
while pacing the ‘Dogs with 70 assists. Junior guard/forward Jasmin
Jones is contributing 14 points per contest and leads the squad in
rebounding with 8.9 boards per game. Wilberforce, sixth in the AMC
in scoring offense, is registering 74.6 points and allowing 72.1 points
per night. The Bulldogs - third in the AMC in rebounding margin - are
outrebounding opponents by a 47-42.9 margin (+4.1).

Cedarville leads the all-time series with the Bulldogs by a 21-1 mar-
gin including a 81-69 win on January 4, 2005 at Wilberforce.

Last Time Out

The NAIA Division Il No. 1 Lady Jackets won for the 10th
straight time with a 96-63 victory over Mount Vernon Nazarene in
an American Mideast Conference South Division game on
Saturday. All 12 CU players in uniform played and scored.

Cedarville shot 54 percent from the field while racing out to a
48-28 halftime lead. The hosts then shot 59 percent in the second
period when the lead grew to as much as 36. The Jackets, who
entered the game 4th in the country in field goal percentage and
2nd in rebound margin, finished the game with a 56.5 percent
accuracy from the field and a 44-31 rebound advantage.

Kari Flunker led four players in double figures with 18 points to
go along with five assists. Brittany Smart made 8-of-9 shots en
route to 16 points and five assists; Karah Walton netted 12 points
and dished out nine assists; and Tami Gheen came off the bench
with 11 points.
