Jackets work for standings

The Cedarville men’s
basketball team broke the century
mark for the second successive
‘game on Sat., Feb. 6, as they
downed Mid Ohio Conference foe
Tiffin University' 105-94 in the
Athletic Center (AC). ‘

It was the sixth “100
plus” game for Cedarville this
season, and it gave them their [ 5th
victory against nine defeats.
Seven of those setbacks have been
by a six-point margin or less, and
many of those have been to confer-
ence rivals.

Cedarville snapped a
two-game losing streak the previ-
ous game as they trounced Ohio
Dominican College by nearly 40
points, 126-88.

The Yellow Jackets
played tenaciously for both 20-
minute halves against Ohio Do-
minican largely to redeem them-
selves for the 80-78 heartbreak
loss to conference challenger
Malone College two days earlier.

“We’re not having much
trouhle scoring points this season,”
stated coach Don Cailan. The 28-
year head mentor did emphasize
that the team needs to Ughten its
defense

" “Earlier this season, we
set a goal to allow our opponents
only 74 points per game,” he
stated. Currently the team has
overshot that margin by seven
points and has yielded about 81
points for the 24 games played so
far. However, the Yellow Jackets
have outscored their opponents by
an average of nine points each
match. ,
j Forward Tony Ewing and
center Don Simerly helped pace
the Yellow Jackets over the two

game stint as they pumped in 39
points and 36 points respectively.
Simerly also had 14 rebounds dur-
ing both matchups, keeping him
second in rebounding this season
behind teammate Brent Baird.

Freshman guard Gary
Harrison came off the bench.and
aided the Jackets cause against
Tiffin with his 70-percent shooting
from the floor and perfect free
throw percentage, giving him a

season high of 18 points.

Senior point guard Eddie
Wakefield emerged with the
game’s high point totals as his 66-
percent overall shooting granted
him 22 pointsagainst the Dragons.

The Yellow Jackets
dominated the contest from start to
finish, and their 60-percent shoot-
ing enabled them to build a 19-
point lead midway through the
second half. This scoring surge
was capped by senior Mike
Freeman’s first slam-dunk of the
season.

Simerly agreed with Cal-
lan regarding the need for better
team defense and stated that inten-
sity was the missing ingredient.
“Our offense is spurred by our
defense. We do best when we are
in a running style of offense, and
this is made possible through a
good defense,” he said.

Simerly also emphasized
the importance of each game for
the Jackets. “We need to keep
winning in order to stay in conten-
tion for a top play-off seed,” he

said. “The top four teams will
receive home court advantage.”
 Currently, Cedarville
places fourth in District 22 play
behind Defiance, Rio Grande and
Walsh. - The jackets must play
these teams during the last three
games of the season. Findlay and
Malone are close on the heels of
the 15-9 Jackets, and this leaves
Callan with some skepticism.

“I think we will finish
fourth in the district, but-1’m a bit
leary of Malone,” he said. “They
have arelatively easy schedule and
could bump us out.”

Callan also noted that
playing the top three MOCrivals at
the .end of the schedule will be
similar to post-season play. “It
may be good for us to have such a
tough line-up right before playoffs
because we ought to be well pre-
pared to play anyone,” he said.

Yellow Jacket hoop ac-
tion continues this Saturday as the
Jackets battle second place Rio
Grande in a 7:30 p.m. matchup in
the AC.

“We have superb qualicy
freshmen coming into our wres-
tling program which has made us a
lot stronger. Our record shows that
we have been improving as a team.
My major goal is to qualify for the
NAIJA nationals, and I will be
shooling for progressing in the
NCCAA Nationals. 1 finished fifth
in my freshman year, second last
year, and now I’m going for num-
ber one,” said senior Kelly Moore.

This is Dowden’s third
time to qualify for the NAIA Na-
tionals. Heis a three-time NCCAA
champion (1985-87).  “I’m going
for a fourth year,” he said. “Our
second team has made the varsity
work harder, and we have been
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gaining strength as a team over the
past few years. Now that I am a
senior and hope to graduate this
year, I am planning to take the
Christian Nationals.”

" “The NAIA Area Seven
Regional Tournament servas as
excellent preparation for the
NCCAA Nationals,” said Com-
fort.

This tourna-
ment was two years in the making
because NCAA teams are selective
in their choice of opponents. Ce-
darville made such a strong show-
ing that they were invited back next
year.

The team consists of
sophomores and freshmen.
